The idea that humans have full control over their behaviour and can make choices independently of biological or environmental influences.


Explaining behaviour by looking at the whole person and the complex interactions between different factors, rather than reducing it to parts.

The view that behaviour is shaped by the environment, including upbringing, experiences, and culture.

Explaining behaviour by breaking it down into simple components, such as biology or conditioning, rather than seeing the whole person.

An approach that aims to develop general laws of behaviour that apply to large groups of people, often using experiments and statistical data.

An approach that focuses on individuals and aims to understand unique personal experiences, rather than trying to create general laws.

The view that behaviour is caused by factors (biological, environmental, or past experiences) that we cannot control, meaning our actions are predetermined.

The idea that behaviour is mainly influenced by genetics and biology (what we are born with).
